National Standards

You may be aware of the debate over National Standards between the
Government and the Education sector. To me it seems a reasonable
request to trial these Standards in a number of Schools across New
Zealand, and from the outcome of this trial decide on where to from
there. | am prepared to hold an information evening on the National
Standards if you would like.

New Curriculum/E-Learners

As part of the New Curriculum (to be enacted this year) Schools are
asked to develop an inquiry type approach to learning. That means that
whilst basic tools — Maths, Spelling, Grammar etc, are still important —
for the 21° Century Learner — we are asked to look at ways to produce
better problem solvers across the nation. This we will look at in terms of
an Inquiry Learning Model and E-Learners. It is possible that the future
jobs for some of our children have not yet been developed and that the
Internet has accelerated knowledge use at an exponential rate. Our E-
Learner group is progressing really well, and will use the Internet as a
source of learning and communication.

(Similar to the
Hepatitis checks in the 90’s). Evidently a sore rasping throat may be

A
similar check has been carried out in Opotiki.
